o Champion golfer and coach Shigeki Maruyama and Olympic gold medalist Koji Murofushi coming together for a
fireside chat, moderated by golf television commentator Sho Tobari, to explore the intersection of golf and the
Olympics next year in Tokyo. (March 12, 8 p.m.)

o Emcee Erik Anders Lang moderating a discussion about the future of golf facilities with a panel of international
visionaries, including Matt Pringle, the senior director of the USGA’s Research, Science and Innovation team.
(March 13, 1 p.m.)

Following the symposium, all the sessions will be made available on demand to support the USGA’s commitment to
deliver leading research, education and tools to the game.
